One of my goals, after we have completed construction on our New Nar-

thex and Fellowship Hall, is to compose a pamphlet that explains the 

many pieces of artwork hanging here at Peace Lutheran Church (some 

has been in storage).  From our beautiful stain glass windows to wall-

hangings made from corn and wood, all of this artworks seeks to teach 

the truth of Godõs Holy Word and the justification from sins for us sin-

ners!   

With our new construction also comes the opportunity for new artwork.  

For example, above the church doors (entering from the Sanctuary into 

the Narthex, we will have a beautiful space that needs something! 

I shared one option with the Building Committee and the Bible Class 

not long ago.  Immediately after Martin Lutherõs death, artwork was 

commissioned to grace the Altar (òreredosó) at St. Maryõs Church in 

Wittenberg, Germany.  Four paintings were drawn by a father and son,

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to teach the basics of the faith:  Baptism, Lordõs Supper, Confession & Absolution, and the 

preaching of Christ crucified!   

Interestingly enough, a replica was made of this artwork this past year for the Chapel at our de-

nominational headquarters in St. Louis, MO.  My proposal would be to do the same here at 

Peace Lutheran Church, which is fitting as we are in the 500th Anniversary Year of the Refor-

mation.  This artwork would not only visually teach the important truths of how Christ is at 

work amongst here at Peace Lutheran, but it would also serve as an appropriate dedication to 

our new construction and the continuation of the primary mission of the Lutheran Church, be-

ginning with Luther, starting in the United States through the Lutheran ChurchñMissouri Syn-

od and continuing here in Hastings at Peace Lutheran Church.
